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INTRODUCTION
The Kshatriyas are an order from whom were born saints like Ram
Krishana, Vishvamitra, Buddha, Jain Tirthankars and Sikh Gurus.
The martial quality of the Kshatriya Community is renowned
throughout the world in warfare, in the act of fairplay and forgiveness
which has been an integral part of its tradition. It is for these qualities which
have made history.
Moreover, the qualities of giving one's life to keep a promise and
giving protection to those who seek it, are legendary in the folklore of India
and have been the foundation of the Kshatriya Ideology.
Samarat Ashok, Samrat Vikramaditya, Raja Bhoj, Samrat Prithviraj
Chauhan, Samrat Krishnadeva Raya, Maharana Partap, Chhatrapati Shivaji
& Ram Prasad Bismil are only some of these glorious names.
It was the Kshatriyas who stood up against the Muslim on roads and
many battles were fought to defend the culture and beliefs of the society.
Even in the struggle for independence in 1857, Kshatriya warriors despite
their inter-necine warfare, had fought the outsiders and many 'fell' on the
battlefield. In that period the 'Kshatriya Hitkarni Sabha' had recorded strong
opposition against the imperialistic expansion of the British and revolts
were orgainised in Azamgarh, Gorakhpur, Balia, Chhapra and in Punjab.
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AKHIL BHARTIYA KSHATRIYA MAHASABHA

In 1897 Raja Balwant Singhji of Awagadh in coordination with
Thakur Umarao Singh ji of Kotla, Raja Uday Pratap Singhji of Bhinga
took leadership in registering the Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Maha
Sabha on the 19th Oct 1897 to initiate, for the first time in the history
of India of creating a platform to promote the cause of the Kshatriyas.
They even proposed to launch a news letter called ' Rajput Monthly' on
the 20th Feb 1898 under the presidentship of Judge Babu Sanwal
Singhji of Banaras. The Maha Sabha had its first conference in the
Rajput Boarding House at Agra. Thereafter, Maharaja Pratap Singhji of
Jammu and Kashmir sponsored the launching of an Urdu Publication
called the Rajput Gazette as a fortnightly from Lahore. It was edited by
Thakur Sukh Ram Das Chauhan. Thereafter creating awareness
through meetings and publicity in many parts of India were initiated.

In the filed of education, Raja Uday Pratap Singhji of Bhinga
built a College in Varansai named after himself Raja Balwant Singhji of
Awagadh set up a college in Agra Sir Pratap Singhji of Idar set up the '
Chaupansni School ' for Rajputs in Johpur and several schools and
boardings were setup by Former Rajput rulers in different states of
India to give special attention to their Rajput brethren. So, were the
princely schools at Rajkot, Ajmer, Lahore, Raipur and Indore set up.

In the field of social upliftment, in the course of meetings and
gatherings throughout India, directions were given to raise the level of
education, to overcome the practice of debilitating vices, shook up the
community from slothfulness and in general gave inspiration to the
society right down to the Panchayat level. Most of all the Akhil
Bhartiya Kshatriya Maha Sabha has played a vital role in bringing
about effective coordination between thousands of Kshatriya
Organisations at the Taluka district and state level for grassroot
involvement.
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THE KSHATRIYAS BEFORE INDEPENDENCE

The history of India would have been written differently, had
the Kshatriyas not played a vital role. Protecting the frontiers,
defending the weak and establishing justice were the objectives of
Kshatriya leadership throughout the history of India. The epics of the
Ramayana and the Mahabharata reflect the most glorious chapters of
the history of India and they represent the essence of Kshatriya
Philosophy. Protecting the weak from the exploiter was what gave
them the position to be accepted as rulers of the entire society. The
people believed that only a Kshatriya can enforce law and order.
Moreover, the generosity and tradition of giving of alms further
endeared the Kshatriya rulers to the people. A thousand names of the
great Kshatriyas in the history of India could be listed who made an
impact and influenced the life style of the people.

Much of the Kshatriya down-fall came because of their stead-
fastness of sticking to the truth, protecting the weak and standing by
those who had be-friended them, the inroad of the Moguls, swept over
India with fanatism followed by the British and the French who used
their diplomatic skills in dividing the Kshatriya rulers by putting one
against the other that, India became subjugated and over ruled by
foreign powers. It was only because of lack of unity between Kshatriya
powers that India lost its independence and thereby its cultural
heritage of the past. One third of India continued to be ruled by Princes
until independence and most of them were Kshatriyas. The 20th
Century did bring about spontaneous support offered by the Kshatriya
rulers for enhancing the well being of their kith in their own areas.
The Kshatriya Zamindars of Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Punjab and Andhra
Pradesh also helped in enhancing their well being.
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THE KSHATRIYAS AFTER INDEPENDENCE

Within a year after independence in 1947, the Princes of India
handed over the reigns of their administration to the people of India to
meet with the demands of social progress and democracy based on
adult franchise. It must not be forgotten that the greatest sacrifice that
any community has made after independence in achieving this goal
has been the Kshatriyas. Those who were princes gave up their
traditional rulership which had been enjoyed for thousands of years
and hundreds of generations without bloodshed, those who were
Zamindars did similary. Even the compensation they got was only
notional and even these are now forgotten, Therefore, it must always
be remembered that when the time comes and where there is a
peoples' demand, no other community in India will come forward to
make such sacrifices and contributions as Kshatriyas have done. In all
other corners of the world wherever such revolutions have taken
place it has been with bloodshed and if there was no bloodshed in
India, it was only because of the magnanimity, sagacity and the
commonsense which every Kshatriya is endowed with.

In the democratic setup also, the Kshatriyas have played a vital
role right from the Panchayat level to the Prime Minister ship and it is
well known that whether a Kshatriya has remained in political office
for long or short or whether he has been successful in his career or not
he always stood by his principles of being just and keeping
scrupulously away from corrupt practices.

Rajputs converted to islam are now proudly invited to be
affiliated as Muslim Rajput organizations both in India and abroad.
Organizationally, in fund collection, the Kshatriya may lag behind
which is obviously seen in the performance of the Kshatriyas social
organizations today.
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INTERNATIONAL COORDINATION

The spirit of adventure is ingrained in the Kshatriya ethos which has taken them to every
corner of the globe more particularly the USA, UK, Africa and South East Asia, Where the Rajput
Associations are all active and ripe for effective coordination both inter se and with sister
organisations in India. The Akhil Bhartya Kshatriya Mahasabha (ABKM) strives to establish a
meaningful rapport with all such organizations spread around the world under the dynamic
leadership of its National President Former Union Minister of India Maharaja Dr. Digvijay Singh ji
(Wankaner).

Important Meetings during the term of National President of Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya
Mahasabha and Former Speaker Rajasthan Vidhan Sabha Sh. Luxman Singh Dungarpur :

A National Convention of Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha was held at Doodh Talai
Maidan Ujjain . Babu Ram Narayan Singh Ji (Hazari Bagh, Bihar) Former Member Parliament
presided over the convention. The most prominent national leaders from all over India participated
in the above said Samelan. A National Kshatriya leader Ayuvan Singh proposed the name of
Maharawal Luxman Singh Dungarpur for the office of National President of Akhil Bhartiya
Kshatriya Mahasabha. The proposal was warmly approved by the whole house with one voice. A
next Convention of Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha was held in district Saharnpur U.P. and
the same was presided over by National President Maharawal Luxman Singh Dungarpur.

Rao Krishan Pal Singh Avagarh M.P. was elected senior Vice President and Thakur Kesho
Dass Pathankot as Vice President and Thakur Ram Dyal (Gwalior) as General Secretary, Maharawal
Dungarpur was the President ABKM, Rajasthan till he was elected as National President.

A three day National Convention was held at Nangal Township Punjab and Thakur Keshav
Das of Pathankot Punjab was the organizer and the Convention was presided over by the National
President Maharawal Luxman Singh Dungarpur. A number of resolutions for the welfare of
Kshatriya Community were unanimously passed.

The next important Samellan of ABKM was held at Damoh in Madhya Pradesh in the year
1963.

Another historical three day National Convention was held at Sagar (Madhya Pradesh) in
the year 1965. The next three day National Convention of Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha
was held on 25,26, 27 February 1968 at Chittorgarh the place of worship and honour for the
Kshatriya Community. All prominent national leaders participated and the convention was
presided over by Maharawal Luxman Singh National President. It was unanimously resolved to
unite the community and strengthen the organization.

The next three day National Convention of the ABKM was held on 28, 29, 30 April 1973 at
Chattarpur in the state of Madhya Pradesh.
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? The next National Convention of the ABKM was held in 1974 at Sonpur in the state of Bihar A\
' under the presidentship of Maharawal Luxman Singh.

The next Samellan of ABKM was held at Pathankot in the year 1978 on the invitation of
Thaku Keshavdas of Pathankot Punjab.

Another meeting of the national executive was held on 29, 30, 31st May 1978 at Lalitpur
Uttarpradesh under the presidentship of National President of Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha
and the then speaker of Rajasthan Vidhan Sabha.

Similarly the next convention of ABKM was held at Singramau(Jonpur U.P) on the invitation
of Raja Shri Pal Singh of Singramau. Maharaja Gaj Singh Jodhpur, Maharana of Mewar Mahender
Singh and Former Union Minister Dr. Karan Singh and many national Kshatriya leaders
participated and number of resolutions were unanimously passed.

A very historical Convention of the ABKM was held at Daak bangla maidan sonpur Bihar in
the year 1984. Dr Karan Singh Former Union Minister was the Chief Guest and Maharawal Luxman
Singh Dungarpur presided over the function. The most important leaders Maharana Mewar
Mahender Singh, Maharaja Jodhpur, Gaz Singh Raja Shripal Singh Singramau, Raja Devi Singh
Mandawa Former member Parliament Thakur Keshav Das Punjab etc. participated in the
Sammelan. It was unanimously resolved to demand reservation on economic basis rather than on
caste basis. It was further resolved to awaken the people against caste base reservation.

On the invitation of Amar Kshatriya Sabha Jammu a National Convention of Akhil Bhartiya
Kshatriya Mahasabha was held at Jammu on 28, 29, 30 May 1988. the convention was presided
over by the National President of ABKM and the Former speaker of Rajasthan Vidhan Sabha.
Maharawal Luxman Singh Dungarpur, Raja Devi Singh Mandawa Thakur Keshav Das of Punjab,
Shri Gulchain Singh Charak J& K and many other prominent national leaders participated. This
was the last national convention of the Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha which was presided
over by National President Maharawal Luxman Singh Dungarpur because after this he fell ill and
was under treatment at Mumbai.

Under these unavoidable circumstances Raja Devi Singh Mandawa former Member
Parliament, Thakur Keshav Das Punjab, Kok Singh Bhadoria National General Secretary and other
prominent leaders got the appointment of Yuvraj Dr. Digvijay Singh (Wankaner), Former Union
Minister as the National Working President of Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha. Unfortunately
Maharawal Luxman Singh Dungarpur National President of ABKM passed away on June 06, 1989
on the eve of Maharana Pratap Jayanti. After a month, in August 1989, an important and emergent
meeting was called North Avenue, the residence of Sh. Shankar Singh Baghela, Member of
Parliament, Gujrat at Delhi. In the meeting, Yuvraj Dr. Digvijay Singh (Wankaner), Former Union
Minister was unanimously elected the President of Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha.

Maharawal Luxman Singh Dungarpur Former Speaker Rajasthan Vidhan Sabha as the most

dynamic National President of Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha conducted a large number of

meetings at the level of village, taluka, district, state and nation throughout the country for the
= development and upliftment of Kshatriya Samaj.
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Besides the above said meetings Maharawal Luxman Singh Dungarpur held meetings at ¥
Nangal, Pathankot, Rajpura, Sayed Kheri, Ropar, Chandigarh etc in Punjab and Thanesar
(Kurukshetra), Karnal, Gharonda, Mulana, Barara, Bhari, Bhiwani and Jind etc.
Similarly he travelled widely in Rajasthan, U.P., Madhya Pradesh, Bihar, and North to South
throughout the country.
The National President of Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha & Former Union Minister Dr.
Digvijay Singh after being elected as the National President held meetings with the prominent
Kshatriya leaders throughout the country for the strengthening of the organization & for
preparation of Centenary Celebration which was to be celebrated at Delhi.
Raja Devi Singh Mandawa, National Working President Thakur Bhola Singh, Sh. Gulchain
Singh Charak, Thakur Keshav Das , Shashi Kant Panwar, Thakur Manmohan Singh MLA
Sahajahpur Madhya Pradesh, Vijender Singh Sisodiya, Rajender Singh Bhadoria, Vijay Singh
Parihar, Anil Singh Chandel M.P,, Sh. Jagat Pal Singh, Sh. Prakash Singh Rana, Sh. Jaipal Singh
Sisodiya, Sh. Jai Singh Rathore, Surat Sing Bhadoria, Sahedev Singh Tomar, Smt. Anjana Kanwar
Delhi, Thakur Devender Singh, Sh. Anand Mohan, Mrs. Lovely Anand M.P., Swami Suresha nand,,
Sh Mahener Singh Tanwar, Col. Devender Singh Veer Chakar, and many other prominent
Kshatriya leaders worked hard for the success of the coming Centenary Celebrations.

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CENTENARY CELEBRATIONS

Despite several shortfalls such as those of Kshatriyas being spread out throughout India and
having always been leaders of society with strong individual commitments and not having
worked in unison in the historical past; it was difficult for an All India organization like ours to unite
all the Kshatriyas under one banner. Destpite that, 100 years have passed since the organization
has attained several landmarks which have given a sense of pride to the whole community.

There was a demand from all states of the country to celebrate the centenary celebrations
of Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha on 19th of October 1997 as the Mahasabha was founded by
Maharaja Balwant Singh Avagarh on 19th of October 1897 The National Executive of Akhil
Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha under the presidentship of Former Union Minister and National
President Yuvraj Dr. Digvijay Singh (Wankaner), in its meeting at Varanasi U.P. and Haridwar
Utarakhand unanimously decided to celebrate the Centenary Celebrations on 19th October 1997
at Delhi.

The National executive of the Mahasabha in its meeting at Maharana Pratap Bhawan
Kurukshetra on 15-16 April 1995 decided the programme and allocation of duties to the office
bearers of the Mahasabha in this connection and decided to constitute a Shatabdi Samaroh Samiti
headed by Yuvraj Dr. Digvijay Singh (Wankaner), National President & Raja Devi Singh Mandava
National Working President of the Mahasabha. A next meeting of the Mahasabha was held at
Prachin Shiv Mandir Delhi on 25th June 1995 and another meeting at Rajgiri Bihar on 05-06
August 1995 on the invitation of Shri Anand Mohan and Mrs. Lovely Anand M.P. Akhil Bhartiya
Kshatriya Mahasabha organised a number of meetings in Jaipur (Rajasthan), Delhi, Bhopal
(Madhya Pradesh) on 30th March 1997 at Rotari Sewa Sadan New Rest House Bhopal, Krishna
Memorial Hall Patna, Delhi 27-28 June 1997 at Swami Narayan Mandir Bela Road Civil Lines New
Delhi, at Surat on 24-25 May 1997 on the invitation of Sh. Tanvir Singh Jhala, President of ABKM
Gujarat and many other places in Haryana, U.P. and Rajasthan surrounding Delhi under the
dynamic leadership of Yuvraj Dr. Digvijay Singh (Wankaner), Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha
Celebrated its Centenary Celebration, on 19th Oct 1997 at Lal Kila Maidan Delhi, under the
dynamic leadership of its National President, Former Union Minister of India , Yuvraj Dr. Digvijay
Singh (Wankaner), Gujarat and National Working President of Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya
Mahasabha and Former Member of Parliament Raja Devi Singh Mandava

On this occasion, all the prominent Kshatriya leaders of India and abroad including MPs, Ex. MPs,
Ex. Ministers, Rajas and Maharajas including five the then Chief Ministers namely Sh. Digvijay
Singh, Hon'ble Chief Minister, Madhya Pradesh

Minister of Madhya Pardesh put his efforts for making the celebration more successful.

The National Kshatriya Milan Samaroh, 1998

The National Kshatriya Milan Samaroh was celebrated at Begam Hajrat Mehal Park,
Lucknow (U.P) on 8 Nov 1998 under the leadership of its National President Yuvraj Dr Digvijay
Singh (Wankaner), and its National Vice President Thakur Bhola Singh, National Working
President Raja Devi Singh Mandava, Dr Karan Singh Former Union Minister was the Chief Guest
and Jagadambika Pal Former Chief Minister of U.P, Raja Bhaiya Former Minister, Sanjay Singh
Amethi Former Union Minister and a number of National and State Kshatriya leaders attended the
above said Sammelan. A number of resolutions for the welfare and overall development of the
community were passed.

The National Kashitriya Milan Samaroh, Bhopal (2000)

On Oct 15, 2000 a Vishal National Kshatriya Milan Samaroh of Akhil Bhartiya Kashitriya
Maha Sabha was celebrated at Lal Parade Ground Bhopal under the leadership of Raja Digvijay
Singh, the then Chief Minister of Madhya Pardesh in which Aadi Shankaracharya of Kanchi Matha,
Yuvraj Dr Digvijay Singh (Wankaner), National President, Thakur Bhola Singh National Working
President, and all prominent national and state leaders of Kshatriya Maha Sabha as well as lacs of
Kshatriyas participated in the Sammelan and it was resolved to strengthen the organisation and
Samaj and to give up social evils like Mrityu Bhoj, Dowry and other unnecessary expenses etc.

Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Maha Sabha has organisd the meetings of national executive,
national core committee, national sammelan etc. in more than twenty States of India i.e J&K
Himachal, Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh, Delhi, U.P, Rajasthan, M.P, Bihar, Jharkhand,
Chhatisgarh, Orissa, Bengal, Gujrat, Maharastra , Karnatka, Tamilnadu, Andhra Prdesh, etc. for
awakening and uniting the community throughout the country after strengthening the
organization i.e. Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha.
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NATION-WIDE RATH YATRA FROM KASHMIR TO
KANYA KUMARI DEMANDING RESERVATION ON
ECONOMIC BASIS RATHER THAN ON CASTE BASIS
FROM OCTOBER 17, 2010 TO MARCH 13, 2011

Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Maha Sabha resolved and demanded since 1980 that the
reservation should be given on economic basis rather than on caste basis. In the year 2000, a
memorandum containing lacs of signatures was submitted to Hon'ble President of India through
District Collectors, demanding reservation on economic basis rather than on caste basis.

A Nation-wide Rath Yatra from Jammu to Kanyakumari for reservation on economic basis
was launched from 17/10/2010 to 13/3/2011 under the dynamic leadership of its National
President Former Union Minister Yuvraj Dr. Digvijay Singh (Wankaner).

Maharaja Dr. Digvijay Singh National President flagged off the Rath Yatra from Historic
place Amar Kshatriya Sabha Bhawan Jammu on 17/10/2010 on the eve of Dussehra day
demanding reservation on economic basis instead of caste basis and for eradication of rampant
corruption and agriculture be given tax free facilities like industry. On this occasion Sh. Mahender
Singh Tanwar, National Working President, Swami Sureshanand Sarankshak of Mahasabha, Sh.
Shashikant Panwar, Senior Vice President, Major General Bikram Singh, Vice President,

Sh. Gulchain Singh Charak, Senior Vice President and Former Minister J& K Sh. Prem Pal
Pundeer, General Secretary of the Mahasabha, General G.S Jamwal & Sh. Narain Singh Jamwal
President of Amar Kshatriya Sabha, Thakur Devender Singh, President of Bihar, Sh. Vijay Singh
Parihar, President Madhya Pradesh and other prominent leaders of Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya
Mahasabha were present. Rath Yatra reached Kanya Kumari on 14/01/2011 passing through J&K,
Himachal, Punjab, Haryana, Uttrakhand, U.P, Madhya Pradesh, Bihar, Jharkhand, Chhattisgarh,
Andhra Pradesh, Karnataka, Tamilnadu, and there after reached Delhi on 11/03/2011 passing
through Tamilnadu, Karnataka, Maharastra, Gujarat, Rajasthan and Uttar Pradesh, etc. on
11/03/2011.

Nation wide Rath Yatra was given warm welcome and cooperation throughout the country
for implementing the above said demands. A Dharna was arranged at Rajghat Delhi on
12/03/2011 under the leadership of Maharaja Dr. Digvijay Singh (Wankaner), National President of
Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha and Ms Anjana Kanwar President Delhi State of Akhil
Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha and many national & state leaders of Mahasabha were present. A
meeting was held at Ram Leela Ground Delhi and thereafter a demonstration at Jantar Mantar
Delhi was held and a Memorandum was given to Hon'ble President and Prime Minister of India,
Hon'ble Speaker of Lok Sabha, Leader of Opposition in Lok Sabha and Smt Sonia Gandhi, Chair

Person of U.P.A. The above said Rath Yatra was given warm Welcome by all sections of society

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throughout the country. Even the caste getting reservation on caste basis also supported this ‘

movement as they knew that only certain families are benefited by the caste-based reservation.
Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha staged a Dharna at Jantar Mantar demanding reservation on
caste basis on 13-08-2011.

Akhil Bharatiya Kshatriya Mahasabha alongwith Aggrawal and Brahmin and Punjabi
communities staged a Dharna at Jantar Mantar, New Delhi from 27 December 2011 to 02 January
2012 for the above said demands and again a memorandum was submitted to the above
mentioned dignitaries. Besides this a demonstration and Dharna was arranged a numbers of times
since March 2011 till 2015. A Vishal Dharna was staged on 24-11-2015 by Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya
Mahasabha demanding reservation on economic basis. The abovesaid Dharna was presided over
by National Working President, Sh. Mahender Singh Tanwar.

Sh. Anil Singh Chandel, National General Secretary, Sh. Vijay Singh Parihar, President
Madhya Pradesh, Sh. Bhim Singh President Panther Party Jammu & Kashmir, Sh. Sukhdev Rana,
President U.T. Chandigarh, Smt. Anjana Kanwar, President Delhi State and many other leaders
were present. A memorandum to hounrable President & Prime Minister of India was given to this
effect on that occasion.

It is only after this movement launched by Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha, that the
Government of Haryana passed a bill in legislative assembly to the effect that 10% reservation on
economic basis in Haryana will be given to Rajput, Brahmin, Punjabi and Aggarwal community in
the government services etc. Not only this after the nation-wide Rath Yatra Former Chief Minister
of Madhya Pradesh and General Secretary AICC, Digvijay Singh Miss Mayawati Former Chief
Minister U.P., Sh. Om Prakash Chautala Former Chief Minister Haryana and a large number of
national and state leaders of different political parties advocated "the reservation should be given
to the poor on economic basis rather than on caste basis". Recently a similar decision giving
reservation on economic basis was taken by the Government of Gujarat. Other general castes like
Aggarwal, Brahmin, Punjabis and Kayasth etc. started demanding reservation on the economic
basis. Now there is a national debate on this demand. This is the greatest achievement of Akhil
Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha for the cause of National Unity and solidarity, harmonious relations
between different castes and for the overall welfare of the coming generations so that they may
not be victimized due to caste-based reservation.

A national convention of ABKM was held at Darul Safa Lucknow and the election of national
executive was held on 16th and 17th April 2010.

Maharaja Dr. Digvijay Singh (Wankaner), Former Union Minister was again unanimously
elected as National President and Sh. Mahender Singh Tanwar Haryana was unanimously elected
as National Working President of Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha and Sh. R.N. Singh, Kanpur
and Prem Pal Pundeer, Mumbai were elected General Secretaries. Besides this, a national
executive was unanimously constituted on this occasion.
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= The meetings of ABKM were held at Delhi, Motihari (Bihar) and Una (HP) and a historic A\
decision was taken in the meeting of national executive at Motihari (Bihar) to launch a movement
against reservation on caste basis and in favour of a reservation on economic basis as well as
against the rampant corruption in the country and for bringing tax free agriculture with the
industry like facilities. National Executive of Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha reached a place
in Motihari in the month of July 2010 from where the father of the nation Mahatama Gandhi had
launched a non cooperation movement against the British Government and violated article 144
and stayed there for more than 8 months. The National Executive of ABKM under the dynamic
leadership of Former Union Minister and National President Maharaja Dr. Digvijay Singh
(Wankaner), resolved to launch a nation-wide movement including nation wide Rath Yatra for
implementing the demand for reservation to the poor on economic basis throughout the country.

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IMPORTANT MEETINGS FROM 1997 TILL TODAY

A meeting of the Shatabadi Samaroh Samiti was held at
Rajasthan House Prithvi Raj Road New Delhi & some important decisions regarding Centenary
Celebrations were taken. A meeting of ABKM of executive was held at Rajgiri, Bihar on 05-06
August 1995 on the invitation of Shri Anand Mohan and his wife Lovely Anand, Member
Parliament.

In the year 1996 a meeting of the national executive was held on 07th March and beside
this a number of meetings were held at Prachin Shiv Mandir Delhi, Bhopal, Meerut, Karnal,
Chandigarh and many other places surrounding Delhi in connection with the Centenary
Celebrations.

The Next meeting of national executive committee was held on 30th March 1997 at Rotary
Sewa Sadan, New Rest House, Bhopal and on that occasion 17 different Kshatriya Organisations
decided to merge in Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha.

A number of meetings of the national executives and other meetings were held at Swami
Narayan Mandir Bela Road Civil Lines Delhi and Prachin Shiv Mandir Lakshmi Nagar Delhi for
preparation of Centenary Celebrations.

Besides this, a large number of
meetings were held in Haryana, UP, Rajasthan and Delhi and many areas around Delhi. Most of the

Singh Jadeja, Former Minister Gujarat. On that occasion another meeting was held at Gandhi Nagar
on the invitation of Shri Shankar Singh Vaghela, Honourable Chief Minister of Gujarat and in the
same year Maharana Pratap Janam diwas was celebrated on 6th June at Ekta Bhawan Agra on the
invitation of Sh Vishavnath Singh Chauhan proprietor of Swami Sofital Hotel, Agra.

Another meeting was held on 10 January 1999 at Indore and on 19-10-1999 a historic
meeting of the national executive was held at Mandawa Palace Rajasthan on the invitation of the
National Working President and Former Member Parliament Sh. Devi Singh Mandawa.

A number of meetings of national core committee and national executives were held at
Gwalior, Bhopal, Delhi (15-16 January and 14 September) and at Hari Palace, Jammu on 24-25
June 2000 on the invitation of Thakur Diwakar Singh and a meeting of the national executive was
held at Patna on the invitation of Thakur Devender Singh, President, ABKM Bihar.

This function was organised by the state president Thakur Devender Singh, Lal Babu,
Smt. Kiran Singh and other state leaders.

A large number of meetings were held at Delhi, Haryana, Punjab, Himachal, and other
places for the preparation of nation wide rath yatra for implementing reservation on Economic
basis. As discussed earlier the meeting of ABKM was held at Delhion 13-03-2011 and a Dharna at
Rajghat Delhi was held on 12-03 2011.

On 18-8-2011 a Dharna at Jantar Mantar Delhi was held demanding reservation on
economic basis under the president ship of its National President Dr Digvijay Singh (Wanakaner) .
In the year 2011 another meeting of national executive was held at Jaipur, which was presided
over by Maharaja Dr. Digvijay Singh (Wankaner). Smt. Rani Mahender Kanwar, Col. Randhir Singh
prominent Kshatriya leaders of Rajasthan and national office bearers were present in the
meeting.

Akhil Bhartiya Kshatirya Mahasabha strongly protested through out north India against the
ill treatment and injustice done to the then Chief of the Army Chief of India General V.K. Singh. A
Vishal Dharna and demonstration was organized by ABKM on 6th May 2012 in support of General
V.K. Singh and for the cause of eradication of rampant corruption in the country. Yuvraj Kesri Singh
(Wankaner), participated in the Dharna and demonstration and a memorandum to the President
of India was submitted to this effect.
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Movement against the Telecast of Jodha Akbar

Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha launched a nation wide movement against Jodha
Akbar serial telecast and a Vishal Rally was arranged at Chandigarh where about 10000 persons
participated and thousands Kshatrya were arrested and hundreds out of them were badly injured
by the police Lathi Charge and a criminal case FIR no 271 dated 17-07-2013 under section 148,
149, 307, 352, 4271, 332, 353 IPC, Police Station Sector 11 Chandigarh was registered against the
National Working President Sh. Mahender Singh Tanwar, Sh. Sukhdev Singh Rana, President,
Union Territory Chandigarh, Dr. Vishavraj Karnal and two other leaders of ABKM on that day. The
national office bearers held a number of meetings during a fortnight around Chandigarh for the
preparation of the above said meeting. Again a Vishal Rally, Dharna and demonstration was
organized on 18-08-2013 by ABKM at Jantar Mantar New Delhi against the Jodha Akbar telecast.
More than 15000 people participated under the leadership of Former Union Minister and National

led by Sh. Mahender Singh Tanwar, National Working President met Sh. Manoj Tiwari Minister for
Information and Broadcasting and consequently many objectionable scenes were removed from
the serial.

Anil Singh Chandel,
National Gen. Sec. ABKM, Ms. Anjana Kanwar, President, Delhi, ABKM were also present.

In the year 2016 a meeting of the national core committee was held on 10th January 2016 at
Jammu (J&K). It was organised by the Senior National Vice President Gulchain Singh Charak
Former Minister J&K. Maharaja Raghubir Singh Sirohi was the Chief Guest and General G.S.
Jamwal, General Shamsher Singh, more than a dozen Rtd. Brigadiers Cols. and a large number of
prominent Kshatriya leaders of J&K were present. Similarly a number of meetings were held at
Una, Chamunda, Distt. Mandi, Haroli, and Bathu in Himachal Pradesh in 2016. On 7th of June 2016
a Vishal Samelan was organised by ABKM district Shajapur Madhya Pradesh at Shajapur. Raja
Digvijay Singh Former Chief Minister Madhya Pradesh was the Chief Guest and Sh Mahender
Singh Tanwar, National Working President of ABKM presided over the function.

National Convention of ABKM at Ujjain in 2015

Anational convention of Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha was held on 18-19 April 2015
at Ujjain and a national executive was unanimously elected Maharaja Dr. Karan Singh of J& K,
Maharaja Gaj Singh of Jodhpur, Raja Digvijay Singh Former Chief Minister Madhya Pradesh,
Maharaja Raghubir Singh Sirohi and Sh. Gulchain Singh Charak Former Minister J&K and Former
General Secretary AICC, were unanimously elected as Sanrakshak. And Maharaja Digvijay Singh
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(Wankaner), as National President and Sh. Mahender Singh Tanwar as National Working .

President. Sh. R. N. Singh of Kanpur and Sh. Anil Singh Chandel of Ujjain (MP) were unanimously
elected as General Secretaries. It was also unanimously resolved to maintain the previous national
executive as such.

After the Centenary Celebration on October 19, 1997, the formation of different
Mahasabhas using the name of Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha led to fracture the solidarity
and unity of the community and brought down the image of the Mahasabha in India & abroad. It
looks to be a manoeuvre to buttress political ends if so it may not be conducive to better the cause
of the Kshatriyas. Moreover it runs contrary to the spirit underlying the objects enshrined in the
constitution of the Mahasabha.

The illegal formation of the so called Mahasabha with similar name of Body replacing in
such a covert manner sent a wrong message in Kshatriya Samaj through the country. There is no
legal validity of setting up a rival sabha and what is its moral righteousness, since it has seemingly
been brought in to being without complying and going through processes laid down in the
constitution of the Mahasabha as long as it is in force and not abrogated. It is nothing but a
malicious propaganda aimed at vitiating the moral fabric of the community known for its loyality
and chivalry. There is no constitutional and legal validity of setting up a rival sabha using the same
name. This is nothing but a betrayal by creating fudged up and forged papers with connivance of
those who hitherto were swearing by their loyalty to Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha.

Formation of parallel Sabhas sends a wrong message to the entire nation and causes
serious doubts in the minds of the Kshatriyas all over.

The need to strengthen unity and solidarity of the Kshatriyas may not be overemphasized.
This is no sermon but a simple home-truth. Our Community suffers from acute penury and lacks
avenues of job-oriented education thus denying its youth the benefits of economic progress.

The office bearers of the rival Sabhas never attended the meeting of the ABKM and simply
illegally floated the parallel organisation at their convenient places without informing the National
President and other office - bearers of the ABKM using the name of more than 120 years old ABKM
for the reasons best known to them. The Centenary Celebration on the ABKM on 19 November
1997, National Kshatriya Milan Samaroh, Lucknow, 15 October 1998, National Kshatriya Milan
Samaroh, Bhopal, 15 October 2000, the movement against caste-based reservation demanding
reservation on economic basis including historical nation wide Rathyatra, a number of Dharnas &
demonstrations at Jantar Mantar New Delhi and a movement against the telecast of Jodha Akbar at
National Level could be held only under the dynamic leadership of Former Union Minister and
National President of ABKM . Maharaja Dr. Digvijay Singh Wankanaer.

ABKM has played a vital role in Lok Sabha and Assembly elections for arranging party

tickets of different political parties for Rajput candidates, as a result of which more than 100

raised slogan 'reservation should be on economic basis rather than on caste basis'. Now we see
there is a nation wide debate everywhere in favour of reservation on economic basis.

Due to continuous and untiring efforts of Akhil Bhartiya Kshatriya Mahasabha there is a lot
of awakening and enthusiasm in Kshatriya Samaj at national level in general and among Youths in
particular and Mahasabha is doing its best to fulfil the expectations and inspirations of the
Kshatriya Samaj through out the country. As we all know a Kshatriya has always faithfully resisted
and fought against adharma, falsehood, injustice, atrocities, cunningness and all sorts of
exploitations.

However a positive trend is developing of working for effective coordination not only to
support each other but also to create the needed infrastructure. New educational institutions,
boarding houses, kanya chhatarwas, guest houses, pilgrim lodges, heritage hotels comprising of
old palaces and forts, directories and research institutions have come up and more will certainly be
setup in the years to come .

The Kshatriyas are now coming up in every vacation and it is a very welcome sign to see
certain dynamic families doing exceedingly well in the field of industries, trade, building
construction, administration and civil services, transport business and most of all in disciplines
which are traditionally theirs such as Army, Navy and Air Force and Police.

As a fall out from the centenary celebrations of Oct 19, 1997, a nation wide Rath Yatra
demanding reservation of economic basis rather than on caste basis a massive nation wide
movement and demonstrations against Jodha Akbar TV serial and fight against the rampant
corruption in the country and continuous fight and struggle against any sort of victimization or
injustice with Kshatriya Community throughout the country including the case of General V.K.
Singh, the than Chief of the Army Staff. A new spirit of optimism has grown amongst the Kshatriyas
whereby the leadership qualities they have inherited shall be put to test and they shall come out
with flying colours.
